August 15", at home, after a long fight against cancer.

Bernard had a great sense of humour and a warm and generous personality. He liked
nothing better than enthusiastically sharing his knowledge and expertise with others, both in the computer grodp and
through his many talks to the Science Group. He was a great teacher, able to distil his immense knowledge to fhe lev
of mere mortals, enabling us to understand complex issues. He was also a member of the Art Appreciation Grqup
supporting Dorothy in her leadership of that group.

He was a very valued member of WU3A and will be sadly missed by all who knew him. Our thoughts and prgyers
are with Dorothy and his family at the time.

Bernard's Funeral will bEamily only at the Crematorium ofhursday 27" August, followed by a Thanksgiving
Service for Bernard's Life, to which all who wish to attend are invited. This will take place at Bushey & Oxhey
Methodist Church in King Edward Road/London Road just above Chalk Hill at 12.30pm after which there will b¢ a
Buffet Lunch in the Church Hall.

After a refreshing coffee break we toured the old kitchens an
small groups, the house, with the aid of audio equipment. Petwort
rebuilt in 1688 around the ancient manor of the Percy family, by th
Duke of Somerset. It included a vast collection of paintings by L Houe e ho 3l Jenkins
Dyck, Turner, Reynolds and Claude and many more. Many of the P
rooms had been renovated to copy water colours painted by artists or family members of the day. The Grand Staircase walls
painted with murals by Louis Laguerre. In the carved room the walls were covered in Grinling Gibbons carvings, a magnific
sight. The North Gallery, which had been added in 1824 by the 3rd Lord Egremont included classical sculptures collected by
father and modern sculpture purchased by himself. An original globe from the 15th century and thought to have beenslost was
on show there. The audio headphones were excellent and guided us round the house with just enough information.

on the River Thames. It is indeed a delightful place. After coffee, we
split into two groups, one to visit the Stanley Spencer Gallery, housed
in the old chapel, and the other to go on a guided walk.

Joan Manhire had repeated her excellent talk of several years ago,
the previous day, so we were well prepared anyway, but it was still
good to hear another personds ve
with Spencero6s work and story.
which both parents and all his siblings were gifted in some form of the
arts. His early schooling was largely by two older sisters, but his artistic
{ ability was soon apparent and his father found him special tuition and
patronage before he was accepted at the Slade School of Art. Spence

Although he had exhibitions while he was young, his career had not really taken off before the First World War broke out.
worked for the medical corps and was sent to Macedonia with the ambulance service. Afterwards he did a series of painting
canvas which were placed in the Sandon Memorial Chapel, which some of us visited several years ago.

Due to family influences many of his paintings had a religious theme, but often incorporated village settings and peagle. He
many ideas for his paintings and we marvelled at the detail, for instance, minutely painted brick walls, clothing, axddds of
incidents happening away from the main action. Often his people are dist@pgdrently he saw them that way when small, and
he never grew very tall. Sometimes, because of needing money to pay for the upkee
of two wives, relatlonshlps which both failed, two children and other ladies to whom

. he was attracted, he needed to paint more
conventional pictures, but these also were
beautifully executed. It is difficult to pick
